The staging area will again be in the parking area 
of Big Sandy Tech on Huffman Avenue. The route will be the same as last year – going out of the lot 
turning on Main Street, turning left on Division Street, turning left on Second Street, turning right on 
Huffman Avenue towards the boulevard, turning right onto the boulevard and ending at the parking lot 
behind Hardee's.
